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GRADUATION REQUIREMEN

A minimum of 124 total credits, of which:
e at least 104 credits must be in Arts and Sciences courses
e atleast 60 credits must be non-introductory (from courses numbered 300 and above, and 200-level courses with an explicit
college-level course prerequisite)
e at least 30 credits must be earned at UHM
e at |least a 2.0 cumulative GPR
e atleast a “C"” grade or higher in each major course or minimum GPR as required by major.
Student must complete:
e Foreign or Hawaiian Language through intermediate level (202 or equivalent)
e Writing Intensive Courses (WI). Minimum of 2 WI courses must be 300-level or higher.
For graduation, students entering the U.H. system with:
0-36 credits need to complete 5 WI courses; 37-54 credits need to complete 4 WI courses;
55-88 credits need to complete 3 WI courses; 89+ credits need to complete 2 WI courses.
