1. Do | have to change my program requirements each year?

No. While the program requirements may change from year to year, you follow the program requirements that were in
effect during the academic year you entered the UH system (e.g., UH-Manoa, UHM Outreach College, UH community
colleges, UH Hilo, UH West Oahu). If you break from the UH system for a year or more and then return, then the re-entry
academic year is your program requirement year and you will need to follow the requirements for that year. To confirm
your program requirements for graduation, see an advisor.

2. How can | make sure that I'm making satisfactory progress in getting my degree? _ _
While you are ultimately responsible for your degree program, you can obtain help from A&S Student Academic Services
and your major department at each stage of your college career by doing the following:
